Academic Results 2016

Academic attainment is of course, the main focus of our work. Whilst we are committed to the
development of the whole child, students” academic qualifications are the ticket to the next stage of
their education. In 2016 we matched our best attainment from the last five years with 80% of students
gaining A*-C grades in the two core subjects of Mathematics and English, as well as in at least three
other qualifications. Particularly noteworthy was the attainment of at least 8 A*/A grades by 28
students in the year group, an impressive achievement.

We think that success in the classroom goes hand-in-hand with an enjoyment and commitment to the
whole of school life. For those students who were successful academically, involvement in school life
and a balance to their learning went hand in hand.

As a high achieving, academic school, students take a largely traditional curriculum with subjects such
as the separate Sciences of Biology, Chemistry and Physics, History and Languages (considered key
indicators of success by Universities and many employers) being among the most popular at GCSE.

Of all the examinations taken by 126 students, a remarkable 35% of grades awarded were A* or A.
80% of students achieved A*-C grades in English and Mathematics.
